 Dues for Member Organizations, 2010-11

Policy. At its meeting on May 1, 2010, the ATG Board of Directors approved the following dues policy for member organizations in 2010-11.

Dues for Voting Member organizations will be based on the most recent annual operating budget of each organization. Organizations will report their operating budgets on the honor-system. Income from grants and donations need not be included. Groups with operating budgets of $25,000 or less will pay dues of $125; groups with budgets between $25,001 and $100,000 will pay dues of $250; and groups with budgets of $100,001 or more will pay dues of $375.

Dues for Non-Voting Member organizations will be based on the number of seats in the organization’s primary theatre facility when it is configured for maximum capacity. Organizations with 125 seats or fewer will pay dues of $125; organizations with 126-499 seats will pay dues of $250; and organizations with 500 or more seats will pay dues of $375.  


Special circumstances that might justify a lower dues level for a group may be presented to the Board of Directors, which has the discretion to change the levels stated above.  Requests for reductions should be made in writing and accompanied by a detailed explanation of the situation.

Payment options. Dues for 2010-11 may be paid in full at the outset of membership or in three equal installments. Under the installment option, the first payment is due with the membership application. The second payment will be due on December 1, 2010, and the third payment on March 1, 2011.

Term of membership. Memberships are renewable annually on or before July 1. Memberships begun or renewed now are valid until July 1, 2011.
