The purpose of this letter is to invite your drama program to become an organizational member of the Albuquerque Theatre Guild. Founded in 2007, the Guild (or ATG) is a nonprofit alliance of organizations and individuals dedicated to staging live theatrical performances in the greater Albuquerque area. The objectives of the ATG are to promote public awareness and attendance of theatre, to foster cooperation and collaboration among the member organizations, and to facilitate and assist the work of individual members involved in all aspects of theatrical production. 37 organizations and 150 individuals are now members of the ATG.
   
Background: Last year the ATG created several outreach initiatives for high-school drama programs in our community. The High-School Preview Nights program began in late November, and the High-School Theatre Workshops program will start this spring. In the course of planning these collaborations, it became clear that some schools were interested in becoming members of the ATG as well. After further discussion, the ATG Board of Directors approved the creation of a High-School Organizational Membership designed especially for school theatre programs. Although participation in the Preview Nights and Workshop initiatives is not conditional upon ATG membership, we would like to offer you and your program the opportunity to become a member of the Guild and share in its activities.

Benefits: Each member organization is entitled to posting privileges for its productions and other activities on the ATG website, www.abqtheatre.org, as well as advertising space in the ATG brochure, “Albuquerque Spotlight on Live Theatre.” Other benefits include participation in a variety of ATG cooperative programs and social events. Dues: Dues for high-school organizations are $65 a year. Memberships are renewable annually on July 1. As an introductory offer, organizations that join now will enjoy the benefits of membership until July 1, 2012.
