· Applications must be postmarked no later than April 13, 2012.

· Applicants must identify the organization and program for which the scholarship will be used. 

· Admission to the program is not included in the scholarship. Separate application for admission must be made directly to the theatre-education organization.

· Applicants must submit a personal statement and two references in sealed envelopes.

· Applications must be co-signed by the student and a parent or guardian.
